Unlike the Vocal Ensemble of 2001 which consisted of year 10 —12 students,
this year, Year 12 students had the unique opportunity of forming a choir of
their own.

The one difficulty we did have (similar to 2001) was finding a regular and
substantial rehearsal time in which all members of the 24 member choir could
attend. We chose two 40 minute times in the hope that students could attend
one or the other. This is not an ideal arrangement, and at times caused us all
some frustration and communication difficulties, but we were determined to
make it work.

Looking back on the year, this ensemble did particularly well performing in
varied settings and competitions in auditoriums and churches throughout
Adelaide.

From the wedding of their conductor to jazz cabaret and Valedictory, the choir
learnt a large and sophisticated repertoire spanning traditional sacred, jazz
and Australian music.

The choir was recognised for its quality at the Adelaide Eisteddfod
competitions, receiving 3" place in one division and a close 2" in another. In
other performances the choir focused more on jazz arrangements, which
added an extra dimension to the school choral concerts.
